e A research proposal (no more than 5 pages), including planned timetable, budget and
preliminary results (if applicable)

e Impact statement: expected impact of the proposed research (200-250 words)

e Where relevant, approval by the Institutional Review Board regarding the ethics of the study

to: adelisneuroprize@gmail.com in separate PDF files for each item.
